
OUTREACH PRAYER MANUAL

We believe that praying and preaching go hand in hand — 
this must find a practical expression on the streets. These 
prayer points are meant to help guide you throughout 
times of outreach.
 
We’ve tried to cover three main areas: prayer before, 
during, and after outreach.

   EMPOWERMENT BY THE HOLY SPIRIT
Only He brings true conviction. It’s not about 
persuasive words, but a demonstration of the 
Spirit and of power. 
We ask Him to fill us with boldness and emp-
ower us. We pray full of faith, expecting mani-
festations of the Spirit.

ACTS 4:31
“And when they had prayed, the place in which they were 
gathered together was shaken, and they were all filled with 
the Holy Spirit and continued to speak the word of God with 
boldness.”	 			 

1 CORINTHIANS 2:4–5
“My message and my preaching were not with wise and per-
suasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power, 
so that your faith might not rest on human wisdom, but on 
God’s power.”

ROMANS 15:18–19
”I will not venture to speak of anything except what Christ 
has accomplished through me in leading the Gentiles to 
obey God by what I have said and done —by the power of 
signs and wonders, through the power of the Spirit of God.”
 

  PREPARED HEARTS
We declare that there is good soil out there. 
We ask the Lord to soften hearts, open eyes, 
and prepare divine encounters.

EPHESIANS 1:16–19
“I do not cease to give thanks for you, remembering you in 
my prayers, that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father 
of glory, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and of revelation 
in the knowledge of Him, having the eyes of your hearts en-
lightened, that you may know what is the hope to which He 
has called you…”	

  DIVINE APPOINTMENTS
Pray that the Lord would lead the teams to the 
people of grace — the ones ready to receive 
the Gospel, people like the woman at the well 
who ended up leading a whole village to Jesus.

JOHN 4:28–30, 39
“Then, leaving her water jar, the woman went back to the 
town and said to the people, ‘Come, see a man who told me 
everything I ever did. Could this be the Messiah?’ They came 
out of the town and made their way toward Him. … Many of 
the Samaritans from that town believed in Him because of 
the woman’s testimony.” 

Preaching and praying go hand in hand in this move 
of God, even during outreaches.

  PRAY CONTINUOSLY WHILE WALKING 
Prayerfully ask the Lord who to approach, and 
let Him highlight individuals. 

EPHESIANS 6:18
“And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of pray-
ers and requests. With this in mind, be alert and always keep 
on praying for all the Lord’s people.”	

  SPIRIT-LED SUPPORT
When someone is preaching, the rest of the 
team prays silently, listening for the Holy Spi-
rit. You might receive a word of knowledge or 
insight for that person.

   SHORT, SPIRIT-LED INTERCESSION
Immediately after a Gospel share, write down 
the name of the person and pray for them on 
the spot.
				      				      

This is critical! We want to drench the seeds that 
were sown in prayer. Outreach isn’t done once 
we’ve preached the Gospel.

  PRAY OVER THE NAMES COLLECTED 
Speak life, salvation, and deliverance. Pray that 
the Holy Spirit would grow the seed that was 
sown.

1 CORINTHIANS 3:6–7
“I planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God has been 
making it grow. So neither the one who plants nor the one 
who waters is anything, but only God, who makes things 
grow.”  
   

  BIND THEM TO THE CROSS AND 
LOOSE SALVATION OVER THEM
MATTHEW 16:19
“I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven; whatever 
you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you 
loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.”

   PRAY FOR PROTECTION, SPIRITUAL 
HUNGER, AND CONTINUED ENCOUN-
TERS WITH JESUS 
John 6:44
“No one can come to Me unless the Father who sent Me 
draws them, and I will raise them up at the last day.”
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
